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Echizen Washi and Printmaking paper

Echizen produces many varieties of paper. Among the many papers
used for printmaking include Hosho paper, made from Kozo,
Torinoko paper made from Gampi, and Kyokushi paper, made from
Mitsumata. Each material has its own characteristics, such as
strength and durability. Therfore, the type of paper used differs
depending on the type of printing method.

In April 2024. the training at the International Woodblock Printing
Lab began. There, we saw some interesting results of works printed
on washi paper that were different from those traditionally used. We
hope that this will be the beginning of many Echizen paper bing widely
used for woodblock printing in the future.

Meanwhile, since 2022, our museum has been holding special
exhibitions focusing on Woodblock prints. However, from this year,
we would also like to invite visitors to see other printing mathods such
as etching. This is because a training facility for "Echizen Torinoko
paper,” designated as a National Important Intangible Cultural
Property, was completed in March of this year. Thus, while we will
continue to hone our skills, we can also face the challenge of
developing new markets, and aim to expand their potential,

The paper used for Copperplate printing must be thick, Finely
textured, and smooth. For this, traditionally Ganpi paper and
Kyokushi, made here in Echizen, have been used with great success.
However we thought it would be good to have an opportunity where
the washi artisans can learn "what kind of artworks are produced with
the different varietis of paper, and what, if any, challenges they face."
We are blessed with this opportunity to hold an exhibition by three
printmakers who have received high acclaim overseas.

The opening, will be a talk by Mr.Tadayoshi Nakabayashi,
Mr.Tetsuya Noda, and the daughter of the late Mr.Kenji Yoshida.We
hope it will be a great opportunity to exchange many ideas.
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
